EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING

JULY 11, 2010

Members in attendance: Fr. Bob, Nancy H., Emilie D., Bob W., Tom B., Kathy M., Karen S., and Dan K.

Visitors: Terry Taylor

Fr. Bob called the meeting to order at 12:06 PM.

I. Opened with an opening prayer.

            Read Vision and Goals. 

II. Terry Taylor came to the meeting. She was concerned that there wouldn’t be a service held at church on the day of the picnic.

III. Bob W. made a motion to accept last month’s minutes. Dan K. seconded the motion. It was unanimously approved.

IV. Vicar remarks were skipped and Fr. Bob went directly to his Ministry Report.   

V. Ministry Reports:

a. The Vicar- Fr. Bob reported that he is continually making his pastoral visits. He also reported that he has been approached by a social worker looking for a safe place where a support group for gay and lesbian teens could meet. Fr. Bob will check with insurance company but does not see a problem with letting them have the chapel loft as a place to meet. Fr. Bob has received a message from Gary Martinson who is working on the drug problem in Vernon too. More on that will likely follow sometime in the future. Fr. Bob reminded us that he would be on vacation one Sunday at the end of September and also October. It was decided to get the supply priest for September 26th since we have the funds and then ask for donations for a supply priest for October.  

b. Wardens- Dan K. reported that the details are still being worked out for the Warden’s Dinner. Nancy and Dan will meet to decide on a date.

c. Treasurer- Kathy M. reported the checking account is at a deficit of $77.71 but not all bills have been mailed as yet. The CD balance is $37,867.44 and the savings account balance is $11,043.51. The Income Statement was discussed. Kathy will check on the line item labeled “Other Capital Improvements” for the amount of $1,078.00. Fr. Bob mentioned that the books need to be audited and a report filed with the Diocese.

d. Education- A “Supper Club” for the purpose of adult education conducted by Fr. Bob will be held on the first Sunday evening of each month at 6:00 PM starting in October. Nancy H. reported Sunday School would continue to use the curriculum “Living the Good News.” Vacation Bible School will use the curriculum “High Seas Adventures.”  Nancy has not decided if early morning or early evening would be the best time to offer VBS. She needs to work out the details with her helpers. 

e. Fundraising- Linda L. reported the following profits for the year so far: Progressive Dinner $190.00, Gold Exchange $461.00, Fish Fry $528.75, Schwan’s $313.00, cell phones and ink cartridges $27.00 so far but it is still ongoing, and the auction raised $3,650.00. 

f. Hospitality/Social Events- Linda L. reported that the ECW is planning an Ice Cream Social with possibly a movie night in August. September 18th is the date for the Flea Market. Vendors are being charged $30.00 a space and they bring their own tables and tent. A sign up sheet for the Flea Market Committee is on the easel in the Lobby. Several people have signed up so far. Other upcoming events she is thinking about possibly having are a Halloween Party and Holiday Bazaar. Karen S. reported that the ball game outing is coming up on July 25th. The church picnic is August 29th at the Children’s School starting right after an 11:00 AM service at the school. A food sign up sheet is posted on an easel in the Lobby. Fr. Bob has volunteered to be one of the cooks. Thanks Fr. Bob! 

g. Inreach-   Debbi B. will report on the pictorial directory information at the next meeting. It was discussed and decided to send out post cards to those listed in the directory and ask them to reply via e-mail or phone whether they want to be listed in the new directory. Fr. Bob will follow up on those who do not respond back.  

h. Outreach- Emilie reported that we are getting a fair amount of hikers. She feels she needs to encourage more cooperation and help from outsiders such as the Trail Commission. Fr. Bob agreed but he needs to know who and when they will be there to check on the hikers. Bob W. suggested that we notify the ECW about the prisoners who will be painting the church and the need for drinks and snacks for them starting on Sept. 7 – 17. Bob also said he would report back after the summer about the Prison Ministry.

i. Property- Eight people showed up for Parish Work Day on Saturday July 10th to accomplish some needed tasks. Bob W. stated that he would be calling to have the gas lines marked out before they rip out the bushes. He also stated that flashing should be put all around the roof where shingles are missing. Glen finished the paperwork for GAF and all that is left to do is to take pictures to send with the paperwork. Bob W. is planning to power wash the church on August 14th and needs help to do this. Glen will put up scaffolding all around the church. Bob estimates that with 3 power washers going it will take about 8 hours to complete. Bob W. suggested that possibly the ECW could provide breakfast that day as lunch is always served on work Saturdays and also possibly we could end the day with a potluck supper. It was suggested that Bob call men from the church and get a commitment from them to help out on that Saturday. Emilie said hikers would help out especially if there was food involved. Nancy reported that the elevator is stuck and she needs to call for service. Bob W. called Senators Orho and McHose’s office about putting up church signs along the roadside. We need to write a letter letting them know the exact placements of the signs and they will assign someone from their office to get DOT approval. Fr. Bob reported that the electrician, Carlos Alfaro, would donate his time to do the work on the exterior lights and sign. Fr. Bob will get back to us about the cost of materials. Fr. Bob also wants to approach our master gardeners to take over the supervision of the maintenance of the memorial garden. The plumber has now recommended that the men’s room toilet be replaced which will happen shortly. Dan is waiting on the historical consultant on the memorial stones. Bob W. brought paint sample colors for the church so a color could be chosen. It was decided that Bob W., Dan, and Nancy would meet and decide on a color. Fr. Bob brought up a problem with a section of clapboard on the vicarage. Glen and Bob W. will check it out. 

j. Stewardship- Time, talent, and treasure are all part of stewardship and Nancy H. feels the parishioners who have extended themselves in this manner should be thanked. It was decided that each EC member would take several names and write a thank you note to each one.

VI. Old Business- Reviewed Action List. The date of August 27, 2010 at 7:00 PM was tentatively set for the Diocesan Kitchen Table Meeting. Nancy will get back to us when it is definite. It was decided that a letter to Footprints should be sent about the prisoners who will be painting the church.

VII. New Business- Linda L., Kathy M., Dan K., along with Fr. Bob will work on a new lease for Footprints. It was decided that on the day of our picnic a service should still be offered at the church at 9:00 AM followed by an 11:00 AM service at the picnic. The discussion regarding Mission vs. Vision has been tabled to the next meeting. 

VIII. Next Meeting of the EC- August meeting has been cancelled therefore the next meeting will be held on September 12th at Noon. Dan K. made a motion to draw painting funds from the Capital Fund. Bob W. seconded the motion.

IX. The meeting closed with a Noonday Prayer.

X. The meeting was adjourned at 2:27 PM.
