

ST. TH0MAS’EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING




FEBRUARY 20, 2010

The business meeting was brought to order at 2:10 PM.  Active members attending were:  Fr. Bob, Nancy H., Dan Kadish, John Mohr, Debbie Belli, Linda Lazicki, Paulette Beer, Karen Scott, and Emilie Dupont. There were no minutes of the January Executive Committee available for review.

The total amount from the Auction has been undated to $3612 from $3332.

Elections:

A motion was made by Dan Kadish to nominate Kathleen Moore as Treasurer.  T his was seconded by Paulette Beer.  Diane Bryan has offered to continue as an accountant as a Vicar’s appointment. Both were approved unanimously.
A motion was made to nominate Paulette Beer as Clerk, seconded by Karen Scott.  This was approved unanimously.  Nancy Hansen, agreed to serve as clerk assistant as did Emilie Dupont.

A proposal for signors for parish checks was discussed.  It was decided that there should be two signors.  One must be a Warden the other the accountant or clerk.  

The proposed budget was reviewed.

It was indicated that (2) $300 checks from Wells Fargo do not seem to appear on the budget. 

Another question arose regarding the 2009 actual use of the building $16,320 and the budget for this year is $14,460?  

When reviewing Clergy disbursements, Dan brought up the possibility of putting aside funds each year towards the sabbatical for clergy that would be due in three years. In figuring the amount, it was decided that $1200 per year needs to be set aside for the next three years in order to meet the needs of a sabbatical.

Under the category “Personnel” there is an indication of $600 for supply clergy which should be subtracted from the total inasmuch as instead of supply clergy, it was voted to celebrate Morning Prayer the Sundays that Fr. Bob is not available.

Another question was regarding a line item of $150 for auto reimbursement.  We need clarification.               

Outreach
Current pledge to the diocese is $9400.  Where was the $172 for 2009 outreach placed?

Property
$19,000 balance owned to the diocese for roof loan.  Payment each year is $3088.  A discussion ensued as to resume regular payments, to withhold payments temporarily.  Fr. Bob said he could write a letter to explain our budget constraints.  Following much discussion, it was decided to keep this loan payment in our budget.  

Dan Kadish moved to accept the budget with modifications, Paulette seconded, all agreed.

New Business
Rita Ann Schmick as offered her letter of resignation.  Nancy   agreed to speak with Joe Sommese about his membership on the Executive Committee.  A motion was made by Nancy and seconded by John to appoint Bob Winter to the Executive Committee to fill Rita Ann’s term.  It was a unanimous decision.  Fr. Bob will share the good news with Bob Winter.

10 % or a tithe amount of the Auction proceeds will be donated to outreach.  Nancy made a motion to donate 5%  to Haiti and 5% to Harvest House.  Karen seconded the motion.  Emilie made a motion that tomorrow’s loose cash offering 2/21 be donated to Harvest House and ERD, earmarked, “Haiti”.  Most were in agreement.
